Aircraft of the month: 

 

 
Mudry Cap 10 

 
The Mudry CAP 10 is a two-seat 

training aerobatic aircraft first built in 

1970 and still in production in 2007. The 

plane was developed from the Piel Super 

Emeraude and was born as the CP100. 

The name changed to CAP 10, CAP for 

'Constructions Aéronautiques 

Parisiennes'. The CAP 10 was 

manufactured by Mudry (name of its 

designer) in Bernay, France, bought by 

CAP Industries which then became 

Apex Aircraft. Following the bankruptcy 
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of Apex in 2008, rights to produce 

spares were awarded to Dyn'Aviation. 

The prototype CAP 10 was first flown in 

August 1968 it was followed by the 

production variant the CAP 10B which 

had revised tail surfaces. The CAP 10 is 

a low-wing cantilever monoplane of 

wooden construction on the 'B' version 

and carbon sandwich wing spar on the 

recent Cap 10C version. The engine is a 

180 hp Lycoming AEIO-360 fuel 

injection engine, fully lubricated in 

inverted flight. 300+ aircraft were built, 

and, in 2007, the CAP 10C is still in 

production. 

The CAP 10 is one of the most 

successful aerobatic training aircraft in 

the world, around 200 aircraft are still 

flying in the late 2000s and nearly two 

generations of aerobatic champions 

made their classes with it. 

In the late 70's the CAP 10 was 

developed to the single seater family of 

the CAP 20, 20L and 21. In the 1980s, a 

far derivative was the most successful 

family of the Cap 23x competition single 

seaters.

Evergreen proposes 5-
story lodge

A new lodge planned by the Evergreen Aviation & Space Museum is intended to echo the 

architectural design of the existing buildings on the campus.

The Evergreen Aviation & Space Museum has applied for a building permit allowing it to begin 
construction on a towering 100,000-square-foot lodge next to its Wings and Waves Water-park. 

McMinnville Building Officer Lee Moore said the city has reviewed the plans and sent the museum a 
letter listing points where it would like to see some double-checking or revision. In the letter, he said, it 
outlined 
various requirements from other agencies that need to be checked off as part of the process. 

The museum is also planning some minor changes on its own initiative, Moore said, and has already 
discussed some of them with the city. 

Project Superintendent Rick Jenkins of Hoffman Construction of Oregon said the museum hopes to 
begin construction on the five-story, 94-room lodge in late spring or early summer. He said the work is 
targeted for completion in time for a grand 
opening in the summer of 2014. 

The lodge has been on the drawing board for some time. It will follow the same architectural pattern 
as its predecessors ð an aviation museum, space museum, IMAX theater and water park. 

"The architecture carries the same roofline and signature stone," Jenkins said. But he noted, "We're 
introducing lodge elements to the design concept." 



Adapting an exhibit hall design to a lodge, particularly one with a steeply pitched roof, represents 
"an ongoing challenge," he said. But he said he's enjoying that challenge. 

The process has included visits to other major lodges, he said, to bring back ideas that could be meshed 
with the vision of Evergreen founder Del Smith. 

Jenkins has spent the past six years working on various museum projects. 

"All the Evergreen jobs have been fun," he said. "You get to build space museums and put airplanes on top of 
buildings." The lodge will feature a massive   five-story   atrium with a grand fireplace.  It will also 
contain a restaurant and spa. 

Its 94 rooms and suites will features gas fireplaces, wood paneling and natural features, he said, but 
will also carry through with the museum's signature aviation and space themes. That's reflected even in 
the name - Redhawk Lodge, honoring an Oregon Air National Guard squadron. 

The lodge will be sited along Highway 18 frontage between the water park and aviation museum. 
Jenkins said it will provide convenient lodging for out-of-town visitors who want to spend a few days 

enjoying the museum's amenities, including an ambitious new adventure park that will be going in over the 
winter. "It seemed like a good fit," he said.
